Asian Coalition i1s a coalition of independent Asian American indivi-
duals and groups who are committed at this time to the stand of Asiand against

the war in Indochina. This is a statement of our beliefs:

1. The war against the thrce Indochinese peoples is the most barbaric
and repressive in the history of mankind. It uses everything from ruthless and
indiscriminate aerial bombing to brutal political repression to wholesale mas-
sacre of innocent civilians to prevent the Indochinese from achieving inde-
pendence. It is an illegal, immoral, and racist war. ' It violates the sover-
eingty and the right to self-determination of the Vietnamese, Laotian, and
Cambodian peoples.

2. Asian Americans feel apparticular solidarity with the struggle for
self-determination and national salvation of the Indochinese peoples because
these are struggles of our peoples, The same forces which are respopsible for
the war against the peoples of Indochina are responsible for the rac;{sn com-
mitted against Asians and other Third World peoples in America. Furthermore,
as ¢ Asiansin the United States, we feel particular solidarity for the strmug-
gles of Third World peoples around the world and within the United States.
Howelver, the entire American peoples suffer from the war. Therefore, we must
unite as one group and link up the struggle of all the American peoples to
end the war,

This war is being fought for interests of a handful of powerful and pri-

vileged few, the military-industrial complex. Its purpose is, as former Amer-
ican ambassador Henry Cabot Lodge said, "to secure t.hé resources of Indochina
for the United States.®
3. The war against the three Indochinese peoples goes against the hyjan-
ity of the vast majority of the peoples of the world. Countless protests in
| Asia, Africa, Kurope and Latin America, as well as in the United States, shows
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the people's determined opposition to this war. ¥n the United States, over
804 of the peoples are against thés war. We make a distinction between the
American people and the American govermment. The American govermment does not
serve the igerican people but only a handful of big businassmen.

e The war is against the interests of the American people, especiall,y
the poor and working people. The American people have to bear the burden of
heavy taxation, rampant inflation and war casuslties. Furtherwore, the resour-
ces and lahour of the Americn people do not ;o where they are needed--to health,
housing, education and other vital social services. 4t is clear taat the Amer-
ican povernment does not respond to the wishes and needs of the people and in
fact poes directly against the interests of poor and working psople.

5. The international situation is changing every day. Everyday, the poli-
tical, econoric and military strength of the “nited States around the world is
decaying. Every day, domestic problams worsen. 5till the American government
persists in its blind, genocidal policies in Indochina. Therefore, it is an
ever greater responsibility on our part to intensify the struggle z2ginst the
war based on the interests of the vast majority of the American people and the
poor and working people in particular.

6. e pledge ourselves in full support of the right to self-determination
of the three Indochinese peoplea. The problerms of the Indochinese should be
settled by themselves ~ithout American interference. e demand the complete
withdérawal of all American troops and material from Indochina and an end to t.h.
support of puppet regimes,

7. The Asian Coalition stands in unity with all peoples opposed to the
war of aggression against the struggle for indeperndence of the Indochinese
peoples. Only the solidarity of all peoples will bring victory of the cause of
self-determinaticn for the Vietnamese, Laotian and Cambodian peoples.
