2. Asian Americans feel apparticular solidarity with the struggle for
self-determination and national salvation of the Indochinese peoples because
these are struggles of our peoples, The same forces which are respox}aible for
the war against the peoples of Indochina are responsible for the racim com-
mitted against Asians and other Third World peoples in America. Furthermore,
as : % Asiansin the United States, we feel particular solidarity for the stmug-
gles of Third World peoples around the world and within the United States.
Howelver, the entire American peoples suffer from the war. Therefore, we must ' ,
unite as one group and link up the struggle of all the American peoples to |
end the war, :

3. The war against the three Indochinese peoples goes against the hyjan-
ity of the vast majority of the peoples of the world. Countless protests in
Asia, Africa, Europe and Latin America, as well as in the United States, shows
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the people's determined opposition to this war, ¥n the United States, over
804 of the peoples are against thés war. We make a distinction between the
American people snd the American govermment. The American govermment does not
serve the Aferican people but only a handful of big businasasmen,

4he The war is against the interests of the American people, especially
the poor and working people. The American people have to bear the burden of
heavy taxation, rampant inflation and war casuslties. Furtheruore, the resour-

ces and labour of the Americn people do not go where they are needed-——to health,

housing, education and other vital social services. 4t is claar taat the Amer-
ican government does not respond to the wishes and needs of the people and in
fact poes directly against the interests of poor and working people.

5. The international situation is changing every day. FEveryday, the poli-
tical, economic and military strength of the “nited States around the world is
decaying. LZvery day, domestic problems worsen. 5till the American government
persists in its bling, pgenccidal policies in Indochina. Therefore, it is an
ever greater responsibility on our part to intensify the struggle aginst the

war based on the interests of the vast majority of the American pecple and the
poor and working people in particular.

6. We pledge curselves in full support of the right to self-determination
of the three Indochinese psopleas. The problems of the Indochinese should be
settled by themselves ~ithout American interference. ie demand the couplete
withdrawal of all imerican troops and material from Indochina and an end to th.
